CLASS:
Chorus will be a year-round opportunity for children to experience the fun and satisfaction of belonging to a choral ensemble.  Morning chorus provides opportunities for your child to sing lots of songs, learn and practice choral rehearsal and performance etiquette, develop friendships with children from other classes, and build greater skill, accuracy and confidence in singing.   

Children in Beginning Chorus (Lower elementary) will sing songs in unison, learning and practicing proper posture and self discipline during rehearsal.  They learn basic vocal technique concepts such as breath support and enunciation, and will have opportunities to sing alone or in small groups within the chorus.  The repertoire of music will be drawn from folk music (American and other cultures), traditional children’s songs, Broadway/Disney favorites and concert (“classical”) selections.

Singers in Advanced Chorus (Upper El and Adolescent Program) will continue developing vocal technique and refining expressive skills while practicing aural independence and singing harmony parts.  Their repertoire will include traditional music in English and other languages, with increased emphasis on concert (“classical”) selections, early jazz and a few popular tunes in more challenging choral arrangements.  Use of proper rehearsal and performance etiquette will continue.

TEACHER:    
Brenda Strickland has been the music teacher at Arbor since 2001.  She holds a Bachelor’s and Master’s Degrees in Music Education from the University of Missouri at Kansas City where she studied choral conducting under Dr. Eph Ehly.  She taught elementary classroom music in Kansas for 15 years before relocating to Honolulu, HI, where she taught for 10 years.  A classically trained pianist, Brenda has also studied voice with many outstanding teachers including Neva Rego in Honolulu, a bel canto veteran of La Scala Opera in Milan, Italy.
